Notes — Appeared in 94 career games (three starts), the third-most pitching appearances in program history..went 7-8 with a 5.50 ERA and three saves in
four seasons...compiled 119 strikeouts and 64 walks in 147.1 career innings.

2009 — Made 21 appearances, third-highest on the team, all in relief..went O-2 with a 5.40 ERA in 30.0 innings...compiled 34 strikeouts and 20 walks...allowed
just one home run against 154 batters faced...twice pitched a season-high three innings — tossed three scoreless innings against Pepperdine, scattering four
hits while recording two strikeouts (March 3); went three innings at UC Riverside (April 21)...twice recorded a season-high four strikeouts (Feb. 24 at UC Santa
Barbara, March 14 at East Carolina)...struck out three hitters in two scoreless innings against Loyola Marymount (April 1)..had two strikeouts in 1.2 innings of
relief at USC (March 22)...scattered three hits in 2.2 scoreless innings at UC Santa Barbara (Feb. 24), recording four strikeouts...closed his UCLA career with
two strikeouts in 0.2 innings of relief at Arizona State in the Bruins’ final regular-season contest (May 24).

2008 (summer) — Made nine appearances, including six starts, for the Mankato Moondogs of the Northwoods League...selected as the starting pitcher for
the North Division in the All-Star Game (July 14)..finished the summer with a 3.93 ERA and 4-1 record, totaling 41 strikeouts and 17 walks in 36.2 innings...
registered a .235 opponent batting average...also notched two saves..Mankato finished 41-27 in the North Division.

2008 — Made a team-high 33 appearances, all in relief..made more appearances than any UCLA pitcher since Rob Henkel pitched in 34 games in 1997...
earned honorable mention All-Pac-10 accolades...registered a 4-3 record and 3.74 ERA in a career-high 67.1 innings..totaled 56 strikeouts and 30 walks,
limiting the opposition to a .254 batting average..was named the team’s maost valuable pitcher at the team banquet..tossed 3.1 hitless innings in relief in the
Fullerton Regional elimination game against Cal State Fullerton (June 2)...hurled two hitless innings in the Bruins’ second game at California (May 24), striking out
two hitters...tossed three scoreless innings in relief against Washington State (May 17), logging two strikeouts...limited Pepperdine to one hit in 2.2 scoreless
innings in a B-2 loss (April 29)...compiled four strikeouts for the fourth time this season in a relief outing at \Washington (April 27), earning the save by tossing two
scoreless innings...hurled 4.1 scoreless innings against Stanford (April 19), totaling four strikeouts...earned his second save of the spring at Arizona (March 29),
tossing three scoreless innings, striking out four hitters while surrendering two hits...natched his first collegiate save in the series-clinching win at Cal Poly (March

the victory...in the nightcap of UCLA’s season-opening doubleheader, tossed four scoreless innings, recording three strikeouts in a 3-2, 11-inning loss.

limited opponents to just five earned runs and 15 hits in than 13.1-inning span (14 appearances)...recorded his most successful outing at USC (April 14),
allowing just one hit in 3.0 scoreless innings of relief to earn the victory...picked up the win at Mississippi (March 10), striking out the one batter he faced.
