Notes — Has batted .305 with 22 home runs, 34 doubles, 109 RBI and 88 runs in 147 career games (134 starts) in three seasons at UCLA...has twice
earned honorable mention All-Pac-10 team accolades (2008, 2008)...brings power to the Bruins’ lineup...has batted over .300 as a sophomore and junior,
supplying the bulk of UCLA's home runs and RBI.

2009 - Played in 52 games, making 48 starts (21 at third base, 15 as designated hitter, 13 at first base)..gained honorable mention All-Pac-10 team
