2008 — Played in 36 games, making 28 starts (15 as a pitcher, nine in center field, five at designated hitter)...earned All-Pac-10
honorable mention accolades...on the mound, posted team highs with 111 strikeouts in 102.1 innings...logged a 5-6 record, a
team-low 3.34 ERA and one save...became the first Bruin pitcher to pitched two or more complete game shutouts since Mark Pries
in 1983...had a 22.0 scoreless inning streak broken by Virginia in UCLA's first game of the Fullerton Regional (May 30); allowed two

7.2 scoreless innings that week...recorded 10 strikeouts against Arizona State (May 2), allowing four runs and eight hits in seven innings; left with the lead in that
contest...registered the win against UC Riverside (April 11), fanning eight hitters while surrendering just one run and four hits in seven innings...totaled 10 strikeouts
in a B-1 loss to USC (April 4), allowing three runs (two earned) and six hits in 7.1 innings...picked up his second win against Saint Mary’s (March 7), limiting the visiting
Gaels to one hit in seven scoreless innings while logging 11 strikeouts...win against Saint Mary’'s came just one week after tossing a complete game shutout against
Bethune Cookman before a nationally-televised audience (ESPN2) at MLB’s Urban Youth Academy in Compton, Calif; struck out 10 hitters in that shutout, allowing
seven hits and no walks...through his first five appearances (four starts, one relief outing), recorded a 20.0 scoreless inning streak...at the plate, compiled a .260
batting average with four doubles, five RBI, eight walks and nine runs...was 2-for-4 with one run and one double in UCLA’s elimination loss to Cal State Fullerton in the
Fullerton Regional (June 2)..went 1-for-2 with two runs and two walks in the Bruins’ 11-4 victory over Cal State Fullerton at the Fullerton Regional (May 31)..went
2-for-4 with one double and two RBI against Arizona State (May 4)...also was 2-for-4 with one double, one RBI and one run against USC (April 5).

2007 — Played in 39 games, making 35 starts (23 in center field, 12 as a pitcher)..made 19 pitching appearances, including 12 starts...did not pitch until this
season; excelled as UCLA’s No. 2 starter and earned All-Pac-10 honorable mention accolades for the first time in his career...pitched one complete game, leading
the Bruins past Long Beach State, 7-4, in the Long Beach Regional final (June 3); struck out eight, limiting the Dirtbags to four runs and eight hits...made his first
collegiate start at Mississippi (March 10), allowing four runs and nine hits in five innings and left with a no-decision before the Bruins won the game, 7-B...pitched
5.2 scoreless innings at Stanford (March 31), striking out seven while giving up four hits to earn his first collegiate victory...recorded nine strikeouts in 8.0 innings
against Arizona (April 28), allowing just two earned runs and five hits to pick up his third victory...struck out five hitters in 2.1 innings of relief at UC Irvine (May 1)
to record his first save...tallied nine strikeouts the following weekend against California (May 5), allowing one run and four hits through 7.0 innings to improve to 4-O
in Pac-10 play..recorded a team-best and career-high 14 strikeouts in 8.0 innings at Arizona State (May 12)..at the plate, tallied a .244 batting average...posted
four multi-hit games and collected seven doubles, seven walks and stole four bases...hit 4-for-6 with three runs against Winthrop (Feb. 4)..hit 2-for-3 with one run
against UC Irvine (April 10).
