Junior Benjamin Kohlloeffel capped off one of the most
impressive seasons in college tennis history in 2006 when
he became UCLA's first NCAA Singles Champion since
current head coach Billy Martin accomplished the feat back
in 1975. Kohlloeffel, ranked No. 1 for much of the year
and seeded first at the championships, captured the title
with a 6-1, 6-4 victory over Virginia’s Somdev Devvarman.
With the win, Kohlloeffel upped his record to 47-4 on the
season, avenging three of his four losses on the year dur-
ing his title run. He dropped just one set in six matches
during the tournament.

UCLA Advances to Quarterfinals at
NCAA Team Championships

Forthe 18th year in arow UCLA posted a top-5 finish at the
NCAAChampionships, advancing to the quarterfinals atlast
year's event in Stanford, Calif. The Bruins opened up the
tournament with a pair of victories over Stony Brook (4-0,
Rd. 1) and Colorado (4-0, Rd. 2) in regional action at the
Los Angeles Tennis Center. That advanced UCLA to the
16-team championshipsin Stanford, where the 10th-seeded
Bruins upset seventh-seeded lllinois, 4-2 in the Rd. of 16.
Due to inclement weather, UCLA's quarterfinal showdown
against second-ranked Pepperdine was moved indoors
to the San Francisco Tennis Club. After falling behind in
doubles, the Bruinswere never able to recover, as Benjamin
Kohlloeffel picked up UCLA's lone victory in a 4-1 loss to
the Waves, who went on to claim the NCAA title.
