Bruins Reach NCAA Round of 16
For the seventh year in a row and 24th time in program
history, UCLA advanced to the round of 16 at the NCAA
Championships, played last year at Stanford University.
Unseeded in the 64-team draw, the Bruins first headed to
Malibu for NCAA Regional action at Pepperdine. UCLA
opened up the tournament with a 4-0 victory over San
Diego State in the first round before eventually upsetting
13th-seeded Pepperdine by the same score in the second
round. That win advanced the Bruins to Stanford and a
meeting with fourth-seeded Florida in the round of 16.
Despite winning the doubles point, the Bruins couldn’t hold
off the Gators in singles play, dropping four matches to
eventually lose 4-3. UCLA finished the 2006 season with
a 15-7 overall record and a No. 16 national ranking by the
Intercollegiate Tennis Association (ITA).

Zalameda Reaches Singles and Doubles
Quarterfinals at NCAAs

Sophomore Riza Zalameda turned in the best individual
performance of any Bruin player at the NCAAs, reaching
the quarterfinals of singles and doubles. En route to the
quarterfinals in singles, Zalameda, who was a semifinalist
asafreshmanthe previous year, knocked off eighth-seeded
Amber Liu of Stanford in the round of 16. Liu was a former

In doubles, Gordon and
Zalamedaendedthe year ranked eighth nationally, followed
by Elizabeth Lumpkin and McGoodwin at No. 40.

Zalameda and Gordon Are Bruin All-
Americans

Riza Zalameda earned All-America honors in both singles
and doubles for the second year in a row in 2006. She
finished the yearwith a 14-13 overall singles record, earning
All-America status by reaching the quarterfinals in singles
and doubles at the NCAAs. Her partner, Laura Gordon,
also earned All-America honors in doubles, becoming the
47th All-American in UCLA women’s tennis history.
