AS A JUNIOR (2011)

Went 13-2 with a 1.25 ERA in 16 starts, leading the country with 203 strikeouts and 10
complete games (including the last nine consecutive)..became the first player from UCLA to
earn National Player of the Year honors from Louisville Slugger/ Collegiate Baseball..named
one of three semifinalists for the Golden Spikes Award and one of 25 semifinalists for the
College Baseball Hall of Fame’s National Pitcher of the Year Award..earned 2011 Pac-10
Pitcher of the Year acclaim (first Bruin since Pete Janicki in 1892)...served as UCLA's No.
